METHOD OF PROCUREMENT (AMP) FOR THE CONDUCT OF THE EPPB
STRATEGIC PLANNING WORKSHOP ON 02-05 FEBRUARY 2010
AT CLUB BALAI ISABEL, TALISAY, BATANGAS CITY
