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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 

ON COMPACT FLOURESCENT LAMPS DISTRIBUTION UNDER THE PHILIPPINE ENERGY EFFICIENCY PROJECT 
KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:
THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“Agreement” for brevity) is made and entered by and between:

The Department of Energy,  hereinafter  referred to as DOE,  a  government  agency created by virtue of Republic  Act  No. 7638 as amended with principal office address at the Energy Center, Fort Bonifacio, Taguig City, represented herein by its Secretary, HON. JOSE RENE D. ALMENDRAS;

The Legislative ___ District of _______________, represented herein by its District Representative, HON. ____________________ with district office at ______________;
WITNESSETH: That
WHEREAS, the Government of the Republic of the Philippines through DOE, in line with its mandate of formulating and implementing policies and programs for the efficient use of energy resources has entered into a Loan Agreement with the  Asian Development Bank  in the implementation of the Philippine Energy Efficiency Project (PEEP);

WHEREAS, one of the components of PEEP is the Efficient Lighting Initiative which includes the National Residential Lighting Program for the distribution of Compact Fluorescent Lamps (CFLs) for residential customers to replace Incandescent Bulbs (IBs);

WHEREAS, DOE has allocated a total of Ten Thousand (10,000) pieces of CFLs to be distributed to qualified beneficiaries in every legislative district:
WHEREAS, District Representative has agreed to assist in, and contribute to DOE's attainment of the PEEP goals by facilitating the distribution of the Ten Thousand (10,000) pieces of CFLs to his/her legislative district through means the former considers most effective and beneficial to both PARTIES, given the geographic and demographic characteristics of said congressional district;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises, the PARTIES hereby agree and of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth on the following terms and conditions:
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ARTICLE I

GENERAL AGREEMENT

1.1 Subject to their respective rights and obligations hereunder, the PARTIES shall endeavor to successfully launch and as much as possible complete the distribution of the allocated CFLs under the PEEP in the _____________ district on the date to be formally announced by the DOE. 
1.2 The 5,000 qualified recipients of the __________ district of ___________ shall be the beneficiaries of the PEEP.
1.3 The CFL distribution shall be completed in the ___________ district of ___________ within one (1) week following its launch, unless sooner terminated by either PARTY on account of the breach by any of the Parties of its obligations herein, or be extended by mutual agreement of the Parties before the expiry of the original term thereof. The CFL distribution activity shall be subject to the rules and regulations of the District Representative which shall be made known to DOE.

ARTICLE 2

OBLIGATIONS OF DOE

2.1 
The DOE shall be the lead executing agency for the CFL distribution activity under the PEEP; 

2.2 
The DOE shall coordinate with the CFL supplier to transport and deliver the agreed number of CFLs to the DOE-designated delivery sites identified in coordination with the District Representative; 
2.3 
The DOE shall provide Guidelines on CFL distribution attached as Annex  “A” hereof;
2.4 
The DOE shall provide, to the extent possible, the District Representative with materials for the PEEP’s information, education and information campaign on the CFL distribution to the targeted beneficiaries.
ARTICLE 3

OBLIGATIONS OF THE DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVE
3.1 The District Representative shall submit to DOE, within three (3) days upon signing of this MOA, the complete address and contact details (including the name of its duly authorized representative to receive the 10,000 CFLs) where the DOE designated supplier will deliver said CFLs.
3.2 The District Representative shall identify the delivery site and the venue for distribution of CFLs in his/her legislative district.
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3.3 The District Representative, together with the DOE Service Provider, shall assist in the distribution of CFLs to the beneficiaries in his/her legislative district in accordance with the agreed and prescribed Guidelines on CFL distribution in Annex “A”; 
3.4 The District Representative shall submit to DOE through the CFL Supplier, the list of beneficiaries that received the CFLs using the CFL Distribution Monitoring Form attached as Annex  “B”  and report on defective CFLs, if any, using the Lamp Failure Report Form attached as Annex “C” hereof, including other documentary requirements as listed in the CFL Distribution Guidelines, one (1) day after the first day of distribution and within three (3) days after the end of the CFL distribution period;
3.5 The District Representative shall extend at its own expense logistical support in the distribution of the CFLs by providing the manpower and its associated logistical requirements and shall design a distribution strategy suitable to his/her legislative district conditions while undertaking the distribution of CFLs to the beneficiaries.
ARTICLE 4

MISCELLANEOUS

4.1 The DOE and the District Representative agree that in the event of any dispute or difference between them arising out of this Agreement or in the interpretation of any of the provisions hereof, the respective signatories of the DOE and the District Representative shall promptly meet to resolve in good faith such dispute or difference and the joint decision of such signatories, shall be binding upon the Parties thereto; 

4.2 This Agreement and any other provisions or terms specifically incorporated herein constitute the entire agreement of the Parties and supersedes all prior agreements that may have been executed in connection with the subject hereof. This Agreement may be amended but only by an instrument in writing signed by both Parties. The terms, provisions and covenants of any such amendment/s shall redound to the benefit of and be binding upon the District Representative and the DOE, their successors and assigns; 

4.3 That this Agreement shall be in force and effect upon the signing of this instrument by the DOE and the District Representative.

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ANNEX A

CFL Distribution Guidelines

National Residential Lighting Program

PHILIPPINE ENERGY EFFICIENCY PROJECT

1. 10,000 CFLs per District Representative shall be provided by the Department of Energy’s (DOE) Philippine Energy Efficiency Project (PEEP) for distribution to 5,000 Households per Legislative District.
2. The District Representative shall submit the following documentary requirements: 
a. List of names of recipients of CFLs with corresponding signatures and electric bill customer Service ID Number (SIN) using the CFL Distribution Monitoring Form in Annex B (all pages signed by the Party List Representative or his/her designated representative); and
b. Original distribution utility (DU) or electric cooperative (EC) electric bills collected from the beneficiaries; and

c. Copy of pictures as proof of distribution. 
3. Distribution shall start on a launch date to be announced by DOE, and shall be completed within one (1) week (i.e. 7 calendar days).
4. Two (2) CFLs per household shall be distributed.
5. Each recipient to completely fill up and sign the DOE CFL Distribution Monitoring Report Form (Annex B) and surrender the original electric bill.
6. Upon completion of the CFL distribution, each District Representative shall:
a. Inform DOE in writing of the completion of the CFL distribution activity; and
b. Submit to DOE the remaining accomplished CFL Distribution Monitoring Form and Lamp Failure Report Forms (Annex C) to the address below.
